Meeting was started with the permission of the chair.

Item No. 1: Confirmation of MoMs of earlier 25™ AC hold on 13™ December 2021

Resolution: The minutes of the 25" AC meeting were placed before the members for
discussion and confirmation. After discussion the minutes of 25" AC meeting were
confirmed by the Academic Council.

Item No. 2: Registration, enrollment of students and IUMS related issues

Discussion:

>

DBATU Registration/enrolment process of I'' and III'* semester of all UG and PG
programs was allotted to the IUMS vendor, appointed by MahalT, GoM.
Unfortunately registration/enrolment process was not yet completed as per declared
schedule (Annexure I), due to which, academic schedule of these semesters got
hampered.

Cognizance of this IUMS services, reported by all the stake holders were seriously
taken up by the University. Subsequently were placed before the Higher and
Technical Education Department (HTE), MahalT, Government of Maharashtra
(GoM) and IUMS vendor time to time for information, improvement in the services
and necessary directives in this regards.

To discuss the IUMS service related issues, Principle Secretary, HTE, GoM called
domain group members and ITUMS vendor meeting on 17" February, 2022 at
Mantralaya Mumbai. It is resolved that, ‘the DBATU IUMS services get hampered
due to the financial constraints and directed to the University to find out some
suitable action in this regards ’, as per the item no. 2 Annexure II

Regarding the suitable action in this regards, University has submitted the detailed
facts and finding report to the HTE, GoM on 24™ February, 2022,

In response to University submission, HTE, GoM issued a letter indicating that, an
appropriate suitable alternative action should be taken by the University to resolve
the registration/enrollment, examination, etc. process for this academic year 2021-
2022 onwards in the interest of students (Annexure I1I).

By following due purchase and procurement process of University norms,
University has availing M/s Weshine Ltd. services, for similar type of work since
2017 to April 2022.



Resolution:

1.

Because of the inconsistency found, in present situation, the IUMS portal services keep
on hold till the further decisions by GoM.

To avail such type of services from new vendor, as per the routine procedure University
may go for e-tendering. But in presence situation, to float the tender and complete the
entire process, it may take at least period of two months and the exiting semester may
get scrolled down in next academic term, which may not be a viable solution looking
into present situation.

And therefore, to avoid such circumstances, and in the interest of students, it is
resolved to go with an existing similar types of service provider, i.e. M/s Weshine Ltd.
Vendor may be invited for the discussion and final decision by the CPC and if

the vendor agreed with the existing terms and conditions and rates as per the
agreement (Annexure - 1V) the similar type of work may assigned to the vendor for I
and II1 " semester registration/enrollment, etc.

Chancellor and the Chief Guest for the said program.

Online Distance Learning Programs

The ODL is becoming more and more significant for continuing education, skill up-
gradation and for quality education. It fulfills needs of employment as necessary for
building the economy of the country. It provides opportunities for higher education to a
large cross-section of people. It promotes acquisition and up-gradation of knowledge and
offer opportunities for training, retraining in the contests of innovation and research. It will
encourage an innovative system of education, flexible and open with regard to methods and
pace of learning, combination of courses, and eligibility for enrolment.

Resolution: It is resolved to implement atleast one PG or integrated PG-PhD program,
overs and above NRI quota, under each of these schools. It is also resolved to start new
Program in HMCT, Pharmacy, Architecture, MBA and MCA.

Item No. 5: Adhoc Faculty approval for University departments and affiliated colleges

The University has received request from Departments for filling of faculty on
Adhoc/Contractual basis. In December 2021, tenure of about 22 contract basis faculty
members is ended and in May, 2022 tenure of about 50 contract basis faculty will be
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completed. In view of this, approval may be given to fill up these positions till appointment
on regular faculty is done.

The University has received request from the institutes for ad-hoc approval of faculty for
AY 2021-22. The local selection committee reports and the testimonials of the selected
candidates are submitted by these institutes.

Also, there are some institutes for which essential documents for approval of faculty have
been demanded by the affiliation section of the University. The approval may be given to
them subject to fulfillment of the documents due for submission.

The detailed list of all faculties is attached in Annexure-V for which approval is sought. It is
proposed to approve the same.

Resolution: It is resolved to approve 72 Adhoc Faculty positions for University
departments. Further, it is resolved to approve Adhoc faculty of affiliated colleges for
which essential documents are submitted. Other Adhoc Faculty for affiliated colleges for
which essential documents are not submitted are directed to submit the essential
documents as early as possible for approval.

Item No. 8: Creation of Research Fellowship/awards extension of affiliation




The University has planned for University research fellowship for Ph.D students and grants to
research projects received from faculty members. Initially it is planned to offer 10 fellowships to
research scholars and grants to 15 research projects to the faculty from affiliated institutes and
University departments.

It is proposed to establish yearly awards for outstanding contributions in teaching, research,
innovations, startups and overall development of department/institutes by the individuals.

Resolution: It is resolved to offer 10 research fellowships to research scholars and grants to 15
research projects to the faculty from affiliated institutes and University departments

Item No. 09: Revision of Admission Fees for all academic programs of University
Departments

The University is getting requests from various stakeholders like students, faculty and members
of council to reduce the fees for all academic programs run by the University. Presently fees
charged by University are in line with autonomous colleges which are comparatively high
compared to non-autonomous Government Engineering colleges. It is proposed to constitute
committee to propose revised fees structure for UG, PG and Ph.D programs.

Resolution: It is resolved to constitute a committee to review the fees in line with non-
autonomous Government Engineering Colleges. The recommendation of the committee will be
placed before Executive Council for its orders.

Item No. 10: To revamp the Director board for effective functioning of the
DBATU forum of innovation, incubation, and Enterprise

To expedite the activities of DBATU forum of innovation, incubation, and Enterprise (Section-8
Company), the Chairman of the company needs to be from the University. It would be
advantageous, if this responsibility delegated to Hon. Vice-Chancellor. All existing member of
Directors board will remains on the board. Presently, scrutiny of applications received for the
post of the CEO has been completed and interviews for the same will be conducted before end of
March, 2022.

Resolution: It is resolved to recommend that the responsibility of the Chairman of the Director
Board of DBATU forum of innovation, incubation, and Enterprise to Hon. Vice-Chancellor.

Item No. 12: Formation and Reconstitution of BoS HMCT/MBA/MCA integrated
PG/Ph.D ‘




Dean(Academics) informed the council that, presently, there are 19 BoS in various
disciplines in the University, out of which 17 are regular and 2 are adhoc BoS (Please see
annexure-VII). Out of 17 regular BoS, 10 BoS has completed their tenure of three years in
August 2021. It is proposed to extend their tenure till constitution of new BoS for the
respective programs. After discussion, it is decided to re-constitute these BoS in the next
Academic Council meeting.

It is also proposed to constitute BoS for the new integrated PG/Ph.D programs under
different schools which will be starting from AY 2022-23 such as MBA, MCA, MTech,
March, B.Pharm,

The power of the constitution of BoS for these programs be delegated to the Hon. Vice-
Chancellor as and when required.

Resolution: It is resolved to recommend that tenure of existing BoS be extended till new BoS
are constituted. It is also resolved to re-constitute these BoS in the next AC. Powers of forming
of BoS for new programs of various disciplines be delegated to Hon. Vice-Chancellor.

Item No. 13. Approval AQAR 2019-2020 and 2020-21

The Prof. M.S. Tandale presented the AQAR reports for the AY 2019-20 and 2020-21 and
informed the Academic Council that these reports are recommended by IQAC. He requested
members to approve both the AQARs.

b. Extension of PhD registration by one year

Mr. Prashant Giri (RS20150401), Research Scholar from Chemical Engineering Department has
completed six years of PhD registration in September 2021. He has requested to extend his PhD
registration, through his DRC, by one more year. After discussion, AC permitted the extension of
registration by one year.

c. Continuation as PhD guide after retirement to guide the existing students

Prof. K. Vadirajacharya has retired in September 2019 from Electrical Engineering Department
of the University.He was guiding three research scholars namely Mr. Jayant Mane, Mr. Sachin
Kamble and. Mr. Pravin Dangar. Out of these three research scholars two of them have already
submitted their thesis in August 2019 and Ph.D of one research scholar is going on.

The University has received comments from the examiners. Therefore, he may be permitted to
complete the process of final defense of Mr. Jayant Mane, Mr. Sachin Kamble and also to guide
Mr. Pravin Dangar as a Co-guide since he was the only recognized guide of the EED.
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Resolution: AC resolved to permit Prof. K. Vadirajacharya to continue as Supervisor till all his
students’ complete their research.

The 33rd meeting of the Executive Council was held on Monday, July 18, 2022, at 11.30 a.m. in the
Office of the Hon. Vice-Chancellor.

The Registrar welcomed all the members of the Executive Council. He requested the Hon'ble Vice-

Chancellor to start the meeting.

The Vice-Chancellor welcomed all the members of the Executive Council and started the meeting.

He has given detailed information about the work carried out by the University as follows:



Hon. Vice-chancellor attended NEP 2020 meeting at Varanashi, Allahabad, which was inaugurated by
Hon. Prime Minister Shri. Narendra Modiji and the Highest authorities of the Government of India,
UGC, AICTE, etc. He has also attended an online meeting with AICTE; Chairman conducted for
encouragement for regional languages through book translation, syllabus modification, online lecturer
for Engineering and Pharmacy faculty members, etc. He has also attended the 75th Azadi ka Amrut
Mahotsav, unsung hero activities from S.T. communities organized in New Delhi.

He has also informed the Council that he has presented the NEP 2020 implementation process in the
meeting of Vice-Chancellors' which was conveyed by Hon. Principal Secretary.

The Registrar informed that University authorities are also helping the State Government implement
the NEP 2020 policy at Diploma level Institutes. He also informed that University had submitted a draft
proposal and draft MoU to the State Government for starting fisheries, marine, and other activities at
Ratnagiri in collaboration with the BAMU fisheries center, which is available at Ratnagiri.

He also informed the Council that DBATU NCC Unit had created awareness socially and given wide
publicity for Agnipath Activities announced by the Central Government. Also, DBATU has shown
willingness for Technical support for this activity.

Item No. 1: To confirm the minutes of the 31% and 32™ (Convocation meetings) of the Executive
Council

The draft minutes of the 31st and 32nd meetings of the Executive Council held on April 21, 2022, and
May 10, 2022, were sent to the members of the Executive Council for their comments via e-mail. The
comments were received from one of the EC members regarding the GeM payment. In this regard, the
committee was constituted as per Office Order No. DBATU/ASTHA/PSHP/2022/726 dated 6/5/2022 to
submit a report on or before 21/05/2022. The committee submitted the report (Annexure-1) and
placed it in frontof the Hon. E.C. members. After details deliberations and discussion, EC suggested
to release the remaining payment as per the committee's report.

Dr. Radasani and Dr. Aloorkar informed the Executive Council that last two years, they had not
received the online paper setting bills and remuneration. In this regard, the Council called the
concerned section's Officers and informed them about taking corrective action to release all
Examination related bills as early as possible. They also informed that the Examination should be
carried out on time and the report should be submitted to the concerned authorities. It is also
informed that the OSD of the Centers and Sub Centers are authorized to higher vehicles for
transportation of the Examination stationary as per the norms of the University/Government. Council
also suggested that University should focus on the students only; however, priority should be given to
the examinations of the University. Dr. Rahul Barjibhe and Dr. Ulhas Shinde should help the
examination section to declare the results promptly. It is also suggested that proper planning for the
evaluation and declaration of the result, along with printing the mark sheet and degree certificate,
should be carried out in advance. Degree certificates should be available at the University before ten
days of the Convocation. It is also proposed that the examination section submit the printing press
proposal to the University to become independent and self-reliant. EC also suggested that University
should start the appointment process for new experienced CoE for smooth conduct of the




examinations. EC also empowered the Chairman of BoE to make an appropriate decision regarding the
examinations. EC also suggested that the required manpower be available to the examination and
finance sections. EC empowered Vice-Chancellor to take the proper decision regarding Adhoc human
resources.

During the procurement process, all L1, L2, L3, and L4 vendors should be invited for negotiations, and
if others accept the quote of L1, the order should be distributed in the ratio of 50:30:20 among the L1:
L2: L3. Council also suggested that a file tracking system be implemented to avoid procedural delay
and speed up the activities. University should prepare the procurement and purchase SoPs for smooth
functioning of the activities. Also, the purchase and payment process should be streamlined and time-
bound. EC also proposed that universities should take the initiative to develop their software for
examinations, academics, affiliations, finance, store, administration, etc. E.C. also suggested that if any
regular or Adhoc employees are not working as per the University norms, the University should report
the same to the EC.

Regional centers (Mumbai, Nagpur, Pune, Aurangabad) and five Sub-centers (Kolhapur, Solapur,
Jalgaon, Nanded, Amravati) at these places. Accordingly, the University had started regional centers at
Aurangabad and Nagpur and sub-centers at Solapur and Kolhapur. It is informed to the Council that,
presently, all centers and sub-centers are running on a rental basis.

It is resolved that all centers and sub-centers should be under the surveillance of CCTV cameras and be
connected to the University to monitor the centers' activities. To develop a good communication
facility within the campus, University should work on the EPBX system. It is also resolved that the
required human resources, furniture, and other needed facilities at the regional and sub-centers
should be carried out on a priority basis. If required, services of retired persons should be availed by
the University and faculty/staff from affiliating Institutes on a deputation basis.




Item No. 5: Status regarding University's construction activities, Statue of Chattrapati Shivaji
Maharaj, University Building, Maintenance, etc.

University Engineer and OSD were called into the meeting to present the construction activities of the
University. University Engineer presented the Building & Works Committee minutes before the
Executive Council. The Council noted the presentation and progress of the works undertaken.
University Engineer informs that PWD has started the tendering process of Four new buildings of the
University. EC recommended that PMCs should get involved to take follow up with PWD. Also
suggested that the remaining hostel should get completed from the PWD as early as possible.

University Engineer also informed that 50% of the demarcation of the boundary work gets completed
(3 km out of 6.5 km) of the University Campus, and the remaining work may get completed after the
rainy season.

After detailed deliberation from the members, the Council Advised and suggested as follows:

EC suggested that University should plan to train the Assistant Engineers of the University Campus well
before the retirement of the UE for the smooth handover of the activities; a similar plan should be
carried out for other sections of the Univerity. EC also suggested to the Estate section that the campus
satellite map, contour map, google map, and geo-tag map should be planned along with the University
Campus compound wall estimate with the help of Shri. Bendkhale and Professor Wadekar. Estate
Section should send a letter to the police if any encroachment is observed by the pump house, pond,
etc. Also, a letter should be given to the forest department for the authentic boundary of the forest
land near and on the University Campus. It is also suggested that a letter should be issued to the
concerned authorities from the University for University sign board on Highway, University Arch on the
highway and better road, etc. EC also suggested the empanelment advertisement should get
published, and the procedure should be completed with Mr. lyer's committee's help on or before the
end of September. EC also suggested that maintenance of Hostels, University buildings, and Staff
quarters should be carried out on a priority basis. During the maintenance, preference should be given
to the hostels and other University buildings by utilizing the advanced techniques for syntactic
plastering, aluminum windows, Grills, floorings, toilet blocks, etc. It is also proposed that along with
the statue of Chattrapati Shivaji Maharaj, the exhibitory of his work, which may encourage society,
should be planned. It is resolved that Vice-Chancellor is empowered to prepare the committee for the
Statue of Chattrapati Shivaji Maharaj. Roofing of the IoPE building should be carried out on a priority
basis by the BWC.

Item No. 6: Request to approve the Advertisement for the post of CEO and Incubation Manager for
the DBATU forum of Innovation, Incubation, and Enterprise (DFIIE)

Dr. Nalbalwar briefed the Council members to fill the position of CEO and Incubation Manager for the
DBATU forum of Innovation, Incubation, and Enterprise (DFIIE). After detailed deliberation from the
Council members, the draft was approved with certain modifications.




Item No. 7: Approval of Scrutiny Committee Reports of the institutes for AY 2022-23.

The affiliation Section has presented a report to the Council members regarding scrutiny of
applications received for the Affiliation of AY 2022-23. After detailed deliberation from the
members, it is resolved that the Scrutiny Reports of the affiliating institutes for AY 2022-23 get
approved as per the affiliation process of the University Act, and Hon'ble V.C. is empowered to
make appropriate decisions regarding this.

It is also resolved that University should approve the Incharge Principal to the M.S. Bidwe
Engineering College, Latur, for smooth functioning of day-to-day activities and salary of the
employees. If any dispute arises between the institute and the management, the administration of
M.S. Bidwe College of Engineering, Latur, will bear the responsibility.

Item No. 8: Administrative approval of IoPE Budget allocation for F.Y. 2022-23

Principal loPE informed the Council that the Budget allocation for F.Y. 2022-23 should be approved by
E.C. The Council advised the Principal IoPE to submit the Budget before the end of March. After
detailed deliberation from the members, the Council recommended that the Budget is in the proper
format. It is resolved that from next year Government has given directives to submit the Budget in
combined form along with DBATU. Hence, with some corrections/modifications, the same Budget is
accepted and instructed to present in the proper format to the Government from next year in
advance.

Item No. 9: Akrutibandha of Non-teaching staff and 50% post filling of the Teaching Staff

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar Technological University has become the affiliating State Technological
University since 2014. However, Government has not sanctioned any additional non-teaching posts till
date. Only the Government approved the Akrutibandha of teaching position on March 4, 2021.
Further, more than 50% of earlier sanctioned teaching and non-teaching posts are vacant. Hence,
running the University smoothly is difficult due to a lack of experienced full-time human resources.
Therefore, University has also prepared the Akrutibbandha of Non-teaching posts based on sanctioned
teaching posts per the affiliating University's requirement. Registrar presented the detailed non-
teaching Akrudibandha attached in Annexure - Ill.

After detailed discussions, deliberation, and suggestions from the members, it is resolved that the
Council approved the Akrutibandha draft with certain modifications and recommended sending it to
the Government as early as possible for approval.

Item No. 10: NRI Quota, Postdoc Admission, (Adhoc) Faculty and staff approved of 11" months
Contract basis temporary appointment.

In line with NEP 2020 guidelines, it is essential to go for the expected Internationalization and diversity
of the students and faculty members. Moreover, the students and faculty exchange program for the
DBATU campus with the other International and Indian Universities is a need in the current situation.
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Hence, it is resolved to constitute a committee of the following members to work on it. Furthermore,
the committee should prepare and submit SoPs for the NIR quota and Postdoc admission to the
University campus.

1. Dean Academics - Chairman
2. Dean of Student Welfare - Member
3. Dr.S.M. Pore - Member
4. Dr.A.P.Shesh - Member
5. Registrar - Member

Item No 11. Any other points with the permission of the Chair

1. EC suggested to keep and monitor the database of attendance collected through the face
recognition machine. All HoDs/ Section Heads should instruct the respective teaching
faculty and non-teaching staff to follow the code of conduct (Duties and Responsibilities)
of the University. All HoDs and Section Heads should submit the monthly report of their
employees.

2. The Registrar informed the Council that a few Adhoc faculty positions are still vacant.
Hence, it is resolved to publish the Re-advertisement to fill these remaining Adhoc
positions.

3. Dr. B.F. Jogi, Professor of Mechanical Engineering Department, has taken charge of
Registrar as per the order issued by the Government of Maharashtra. This is for
information to the Council. Annexure - IV

4. The Estate section should submit the roofing activity report to the BWC, and a legal
opinion should be taken on it. In addition, multi-dimensional structural and
waterproofing audits should be carried out.

5. The Registrar informed the Council that Shri. P.K. Pendse filed a Court Case and told that
University had submitted the Affidavit for the same.

6. Mr. S.U. Waikar's case was placed before the Council, and the Council empowered the
Hon. Vice-Chancellor to take an appropriate decision.

7. EC has nominated a committee for the possibility of a reduction in admission fees for
students and revised salary of the Adhoc employees. The report of the EC nominated
committee was tabled for discussion. It is resolved that the finance section should check
the Liabilities and possibility of the report. Annexure - V

8. ltisinformed to the Council that a DPR is submitted to the Government of Maharashtra
for approval to establish a School of Cyber Security.

9. H.S. Joshi informed the Council regarding MoU Tata Technology. Tata Technologies Ltd.
Pune has approached us for the two MoUs as a part of their CSR activities. One MoU is
about two elective subjects to be floated for Third Year B.Tech
(Automobile/Mechanical/Production Engineering) Semester Fifth and Sixth, namely
"Fundamentals of Automobile Design" and "Advance Automobile Design," respectively.
These two electives have been run through the Ready Engineer Program of Tata



Technologies for the students at the main campus for the last two years, and the
response is quite good. The same is to be extended to the students at the affiliated
institutes from the forthcoming Academic Year. Under this M/s, Tata technologies will
give the training to our teachers conducting this course and provide access to the online
learning platform of Tata Technologies. The students completing the course successfully
will get a certificate from Tata Technology and some scholarships. The second MoU is
about the disbursement of scholarships to the students registered under the Ready
Engineer Programme of Tata Technologies under CSR funds. Tata Technologies will also
provide us with the administrative charges for the said work. The drafts of both the
MoUs are approved by the MoU committee of the University and attached herewith for
your ready reference. Looking into the benefits of this activity to the students of the
University, it is requested to approve the proposal and allow the University authorities to
sign the MoUs with M/s Tata Technologies.

Observations of the committee are recorded as under:
1.Work orders for all 8 cases issued for which goods are delivered during June / July
2020. The said purchase process is carried out on GeM. GeM process includes 4 type of
processes, namely, (1) Direct Purchase (up to Rs, 25,000); (2) Direct Purchase with L1
comparison (Rs. 25,000 to 5,00,000); (3) Gem Bidding (unlimited); (4) Gem Bidding
with Proprietary Article certificate -PAC, (unlimited). It is seen that current purchases

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involve adoption of method (2) to (4). Objections raised by Dr. . M. Jadhav Committee
involving the then Finance Officer of University has not taken cognizance of the
particular method of procurement followed and made generic type statements
objecting the carried-out processes. Most of the procedural lapses pointed out by this

committee are found to be addressed via post facto approvals.

AU is given to understand that DBATU follows GoM published University A/C code &
GeM processes. However, no record could be traced for % of deviation that is
acceptable for tendered cost against administratively approved cost. As per
administratively approved estimates of current cases of 8 proposals, total cost of ¥
35,74,900/- as against total purchase order cost of ¥ 42,34,100/-. It can be seen that
purchase orders issued together gosts @ 18% more than administratively approved
amount. In case of, “Avedan Patra” concerned, one case contain mention of GST and in
two cases it contain cost typed and “+GST” as handwritten which is not clear as who
made this modification, In other cases, there is no mention of GST at all. Regarding i
deviation in estimated and purchase ordered prices, in one case it is 30 %, but overall
for 8 cases together, it is @ 18 %. It is worth noting that out of 08 cases under
consideration, 05 cases are covered in CPC approval via MoM dated 05/03/2020 which
is the period prior to Covid-19 related lockdown.

3. After submission of report of Dr Jadhav Committee, Dr, Sathe Committee submitted the

enquiry report recommending ratification of increase in the budget. Subsequently, CPC
